After-School Programs at The Calais School

The Calais School and the Calais Foundation are creating a new After-School Program designed specifically for the needs of classified students
in grades K-12. The goals of this program are two-fold. First, to provide a safe, therapeutic environment for special needs students and, second,
to provide a meaningful, quality extension to the school day. This program will help ensure that students continue to develop the academic,
social, communication, and life skills that are crucial to their future success.

What are the hours?
2:45 - 6:00.

How long will the program run?

The entire school year based on The
Calais School calendar.

Who will be administering the program?

Dr. Joseph Orlando, Ed.D., Principal, and Alfred Tagliabue,
LDTC. Mr. Tagliabue, will be available to answer specific
questions for parents and case managers interested in learning
more about the new After-School Program. He can be reached at
973-884-2030.

Who will be working directly with the students?

Teachers, teacher assistants, specialists, and other qualified
individuals (i.e. golf instructors, music instructors), will be working
with students under the supervision of a Principal and LDTC.

Will there be a summer program?

A summer program is currently being planned and will occur
based on sufficient interest.

Is there a cost to parents for the program?

The programs will be subsidized by The
Calais School and the Calais
Foundation. Scholarships to families in
need will be available on a limited basis.
Registration and enrollment fees to
parents will be based upon the number
of hours attended and programs taken.
(i.e. semi-private instrument lessons may
have an additional fee beyond the
general After-School Program.)

When will a decision or commitment be required from the parents?
We will ask parents to enroll their student at least 10 days in
advance when possible.

Will there be food and is there a fee for it?2
There will be a snack which will be included in any fee.

Will a school nurse be on site?
No, an ambulance will be called should there be an emergency.

What specific types of science, arts, music, and sports programs will
be offered?

We will offer a wide variety of art, music, sports and computer
technology programs. Since our after-school programs are
geared towards classified students, the programs being offered
will be designed specifically for the needs, abilities and interests
of the students. Programs will be assessed by our special
education team. Parent and student input will also be important
factors in regards to enrichment
program placement.

What Counseling and Social Skills programs
will be available?

A Social Worker and Psychologist
will be working with a Learning
Disabilities Teachers Consultant,
Principal and teacher to create and
implement different social skills and
counseling components into the
program. The After-School Program is
not intended to replace private or
group therapy sessions or medical
treatment.

Is there transportation to the school or
home after the program?

Parents are responsible for arranging delivery and pick up.
Students already at Calais will only need transportation home.
Classified students from other schools will need to be brought to
Calais. We will assist parents interested in organizing car pools.
